· Property interest: Lifetime leasehold, strata title, stratum title, and company share
· Operator type: Corporate, NFP, Owners’ Corporation, Association and Board 
The Residents advisory Group will be co-chaired by the Commissioner for Retirement Villages and the President of Residents of Retirement Villages Victoria. The Advisory group will meet four times per year, generally via Microsoft Teams and you do not need Teams in order to participate, there is an online browser version of Teams which we will provide you before each meeting. These meetings will focus on how to make the experience of living in retirement villages in Victoria the best it can be. Members will be asked to share their experiences on the issues and challenges they encounter. 
Meeting times will change based on the topics we plan to cover. Each meeting will have a clear agenda and operating guidelines. Members are required to agree to conduct themselves at meetings according to the operating guidelines.
Members are appointed for a term of three years, which may be extended at the discretion of the Commissioner. A member may resign from the Advisory Group at any time by writing to the Commissioner. Membership will lapse if a member fails to attend three consecutive meetings. While members will not be paid, they will be reimbursed for petrol and other travel costs incurred to attend meetings if necessary.
The Commissioner is committed to diversity and equity and encourages renters who are diverse in terms of race, ethnicity, disability, gender identity, sexual orientation, national origin, age, religion, and geographic identification to apply.
Parts 2 and 3 of this application form seek information about you to assist the Commissioner to assess your suitability to be a member and to ensure that the Advisory Group has a balance of different members.
